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Summary:
The author reports on catamneses made at three different times following cytobiological revitalization, covering a total period of 20 years after the start of the therapy.

Comparison of these findings, made at different times, shows that in the course of the revitalization-therapy three main trends can be detected: a continually stable curative process, a labile pathological process and progression of the pathological process with maintenance of vitality.

It is a matter for discussion whether in the case of a continually stable curative process, observed over a period of many years, the pathological process has in fact remained stationary.

For those patients in whom the disease progresses in spite of the treatment, but who retain their vitality, what NIEHANS was striving to achieve with his cell therapy, namely “not only to give life more years, but to give the years more life”, is certainly very true.
