The efficacy of lyophilized fetal-celipreparations in the treatment of chronic liver disease
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Summary:
In a group of 22 patients from a general practice, suffering from various liver diseases of many years' standing for which all possible treatment had been used without success, an attempt was made at a further treatment by means of injected implantations of fetal liver and connective-tissue suspensions.  The patients receiving this treatment were suffering from cirrhosis of the liver, chronic hepatitis and chronic hepatosis.

Particularly in the cases of hepatosis the implantation of fetal liver-cell suspensions led the decreases in the sometimes very elevated liver values, to within the normal ranges.  The causal agents were, however, not eliminated.  A reduction in the chronically elevated liver parameters was obtained in the treatment of chronic hepatitis with fetal mesenchym and in cases of cirrhosis of the liver treated with fetal liver.  A reduction of the GLDH almost into the normal range of values was particularly impressive.

In the analysis of the duration of the disease and the therapeutic results it was shown that the most pronounced improvement in the liver findings was obtained in the cases of liver disease of less than four years' standing.
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
