Infertility - Diagnosis and Therapy

Summary

The author reports on 10 sterile men (with two infertile wives) and a sterile woman treated with Siccacell testes, placenta and hypothalamus or ovary.  Pregnancy was achieved in 8 cases.

One of the patients suffering from a histologically proven high-grade atrophy of the seminiferous tubules showed a rebound effect and subsequently treated with Mesterolone and chorionic gonadotropin (Choriongonadotropin) induced conception.  This observation might suggest in seemingly hopeless cases, prior to a concerted hormonotherapy to first stimulate regeneration of the testicular epithelium by cell implants, should treatment with dry cells not be successful.

All examinations and treatments were conducted in double-blind, placebo controlled tests.  Serious anatomic changes were revealed by 4 testicular biopsies; nevertheless, in 2 of the cases conception was induced; one patient was considerably improved, temporarily, and another showed no modification of the spermiogram.  Since, veterinaries (RONNEBERG, TUCHLINSKI) have meantime been able to check and confirm their own findings in infertile bulls, it might be useful to test the detailed scheme of treatment on a large scale, in full objectivity.
