Observations on the Latency Period between Cell Implant and Effect

Summery:
Following cell implants, 400 patients were questioned on their subjective impressions and experiences in order to gain possible insight into when and how the treatment takes effect.  The author gives a casuistic outline of 20 cases with different diagnoses, representative of indications and latency.  The surgery led to the following conclusions:

1.
The younger the patient and the more recent the illness, the quicker the implant takes effect.

2.
Organs well supplied with blood and therefore of high metabolic capacity, the endocrine glands in particular, react sooner than those less so.

3.
Sympathicotonics react quicker than vagotonics.

4.
Symptoms of vegetative disorders will disappear within 4-6 weeks.

5.
With sclerotic conditions in the aged timing of the therapeutic effect seems to depend on the extent of tissue degeneration; normally, a delay of 4-6 months should be expected.
