The Blood-Brain Barrier
No obstacle to treatment with foetal brain tissue

Summary:
Peptides probably play a leading role in the specific action of injected foetal tissues.  They can also penetrate the blood-brain barrier in adequate concentrations and apparently have a positive effect on even the most severe genetically determined metabolic disturbances.  In animals with experimental brain damage induced by deprivation of oxygen a clear improvement in the impaired learning capacity could in fact be observed after injection of foetal brain tissue.
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
