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Summary:
It is reported on the application of cellular therapy in conservative orthopaedics.  The treatment itself and its results in case of arthrosis, osteonecrosis, osteochondrosis, spondylarthrosis and osteoporosis are shown.  It is recommended to repeat cellular therapy not only 'when the body needs it', but to perform it systematically as basic therapy in regular intervals.  This applies above all for arthrosis.
