Migraine
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Summary:
Migraine is without doubt a vascular disorder.  The three phases as originally described by WOLFF (vasoconstriction vasodilatation - oedema) still apply.  Recently, however, in addition to these factors, increasing emphasis has been placed on humoral factors as impulses triggering vascular change.  The biogenic amines of the diencephalic region play a leading role here, especially serotonin, histamine etc.

There is no clear evidence of psychological factors in the genesis of migraine.  Migraine sufferers are particularly prone to hypotonic disturbances regulation.  The connection with the hormonal system is also striking, especially in migraines affecting females.  The fact that the migraine frequently disappears during pregnancy is also significant.

The treatment of an acute migraine attack is relatively simple, but the causal treatment of the underlying condition turns out to be all the more difficult or impossible as it has so far not been possible to directly affect the diencephalic region in particular by medicinal means.  The following organs are used in cell therapy: gonads, adrenal cortex, placenta, foetal vessels, liver and kidney cells.

However, it is the central control system of the hypothalamus in particular which here produces a fundamental causal effect on the centres of the migraine process.  Cell therapy is here clearly superior to medicinal treatment.
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
